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Summer’s End Jam Partnership Opportunity

Over the past four years CrossLife Community Church has organized and sponsored the Summer’s End Jam with the help of community businesses, organizations and churches. This is a fun family carnival type event with free food and live music. The main objective is to raise money, food, and awareness for the Elkridge Food Pantry (Love Mission). In the past we have been very successful bringing together hundreds of people from the community at the Super Fresh parking lot on the 3rd Sunday afternoon in September.  The 2010 Summer’s End Jam event is scheduled for September 19th starting at 1:00 P.M. and ending at 5:00 P. M. 

This year we would like to make a change to include other churches in the Elkridge Community to partner together in order to achieve our main objective of raising money and awareness of the food pantry. This is also an opportunity for the churches to bond together with a common purpose and thus glorifying our Savoir. The event will no longer be a “CrossLife Community Church Presents” but rather Summer’s End Jam sponsored by whichever church or organization that chooses to be a sponsor. CrossLife will still remain as the key organizer this year but not the sole presenter of this event.

Detailed information will be given to each organization based on what area they would like to sponsor.

Sponsorship Area Opportunities
Inflatables 

Moon bounce – CrossLife can supply one moon bounce and generator at no cost, needs only supervision
65”Dragon obstacle course – Estimated rental cost $600, and supervision- minimum two people 

Joust – Estimated rental cost $375, and supervision 

Face Painting – Cost of supplies, recommend minimum of two painters at a time. 

Food/ Grill Hot Dogs (Hamburgers optional) – Last year hot dogs and buns were donated; cost for incidentals $100 or less. You would need to supply the grills, cooks, servers 

Water/ Trash/Recycle- Super Fresh has donated water in the past (not guaranteed this year). Sponsor would need to supply container with ice to have placed throughout the event area and replenish them during the event. In addition provide Trash cans with recycling of the plastic bottles. Ice has been donated by Cindy’s Soft Serve in the past.
Music /Sound Equipment – Sponsored by Oliver/Gerus 

Dunk Booth – Cost $250 needs minimum of two people to run this. This is a fundraising event. You will be responsible for finding local personalities (teachers, Coaches, Principals, clergy) to be in the tank. We have charged $1 for two throws in the past. 

Welcome Table – This table will be sponsored by CrossLife. 

Popcorn – CrossLife can supply a Popcorn machine, cost of the popcorn/bags $100 or less, man power to pop the corn and serve. 

Kiddie Games –CrossLife can supply a variety of these games at no cost, we would like each church to host a minimum of three games.  Cost – candy/ prize give away $100 or less. 

Carnival Games - Cost $25- to$ 65 per game recommend hosting at least three games 

Raffle – solicit prizes from local businesses organize raffle/silent auctions based on donated prizes.  List of past donors will be supplied.

Door Prizes – Solicit from local businesses, list of past supporters and form letter available. List of past donors will be supplied. 

Special Notes:

1 As a sponsoring church we would truly appreciate if you would strongly promote this event to your congregation to help fulfill our goals of raising money and building community.

2 A flyer template will be provided for you to make copies and distribute.

4 We will have a limited number of sales tables (Jewelry, crafters, scrap bookers… etc.) at the cost of $35 per table and or a % of sales. 

5 We do not charge for food or games but have donation buckets at every station. One exception is the dunk tank; this is a fund raiser and we have charged $1 for two throws in the past. 

6 This is a family friendly event we ask that no alcohol be sold or donated/raffled at this event
